School change
procedure
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The decision on the course of education
after primary school is, in principle, a
matter for the parents. During this
decision-making process, parents are
supported by the teachers of the primary
and secondary schools and receive
detailed information.

At the beginning of your decision process
for a secondary school, in-depth
counselling is held with your class
teacher. Your class teacher will invite you
to such a counselling appointment by 25
February 2024. The goal of support and
counselling for parents is to find an
educational path for your child that will
enable them, according to their individual
abilities, to learn.

To gain an impression of the range of
secondary schools in Russelsheim,
information events are offered at your
primary school and the secondary schools.
Furthermore, it is possible to get to know
the secondary schools during the open
days. The dates can be found on p. 42 of
this brochure.

You will receive the application form for
the choice of secondary school from your
primary school.
